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Imagine Being Able to Create a 

Dream Baby? 
 

If people had the choice to design their 

perfect child would they?  Do people think it is 

morally right?  A couple of years ago no one would 

have ever thought that being able to design their 

perfect baby would even be possible.  A designer 

baby is a baby whose genetic makeup has been 

modified by genetic engineering to make the baby 

have or not have a specific gene or characteristic. 

(Thompson, 48).  This paper  will discuss how 

scientists make designer babies, the process of 

making a designer baby, opinions people have 

regarding designer babies, the positive/negative 

effects when making a designer baby, and the 

possible effects this might have on society? 

 

 

Parents make designer babies for many 

reasons.  The most common reason is to prevent a 

genetic condition from being passed on to the 

baby.   Do people think it is worth the risks to the 

baby to use this method for unnecessary reasons such 

as height/weight, personality, hair/eye color, beauty, 

and making them smart/athletic?  Another reason this 

is used is to allow the parents to select the 

gender.  Genetic engineering may also allow parents 

to choose height/weight, personality, hair/eye color, 

beauty, and athletic.  In 2003, Jacques Cohen, a 

fertility doctor, in New Jersey modified the genome 

of two babies from two different mothers DNA 

which became the first time that there had been 

modification to the genome of a human (Ren 28-35). 

There are many debates over whether or not 

designer babies are morally and ethically 

right.  Many people say that they are only okay when 

they are made for donors of their siblings or they are 

making the designer baby to get rid of any diseases or 

disorders from being passed down to the 

baby.  Others say that it is their right to make 

designer babies. They believe people should have the 

right to do it if they want, and there should be no 

limits.  The following are the results of a survey of 

fourteen average people.  When asked if it is right 

that babies should be designed to prevent diseases 

and disorders from being passed on, twelve people 

said ñyesò and the other two said ñnoò.  When asked 

should people be able to design babies to save their 

siblings, thirteen  people said ñyesò and one said 

ñnoò.  When they were asked if babies should be able 

to be designed for the purpose of choosing gender, 

ten people said ñyesò, one said ñnoò, and three said 

they ñdid not know.ò  Lastly when asked if the 

permission should be based on the severity, seven 

said ñyesò, six said ñnoò, and one did not know. So, 

many can see there are many opinions on this 

topic.  People are not sure if this is a good idea or a 

bad  idea in some cases (Shaw, 207-217). 

Designer babies are created through genetic 

engineering.  Designer babies are made through a 

process called pre-implantation genetic diagnosis 

(PGD).  This process allows parents to look and pick 

out certain genes they want or donôt want for their 

baby (Ren 28-35).   During this process, the mother 

would go through Vitro Fertilization (IVF) 

treatment.  This treatment is where they remove an 

unfertilized egg from a women.  The egg is then 

fertilized in a Petri dish or; ña shallow dish that a 

biologist uses to culture cells.ò  Once the egg is at 

zygote stage, which is eight cells, then the cells are 

tested using a technique called Pre-implantation 

Genetic diagnosis.  There are several different ways 

to choose the gender of a baby, not all the methods 

are scientifically tested and most of them are not 

new.  The first method is sperm sorting . This occurs 

when the sperm is taken from the father of the baby 

and separated into male and female.  Then they place 

the sperm of the right gender into the reproductive 

tract of the mother.  Another method is Prenatal 

diagnosis.  During this diagnosis, they take an 

ultrasound of the motherôs stomach to determine the 

gender of the fetus.  If the fetus is not the gender they 

wanted,  the mother would have an abortion.  For 

some people all that science related ways are a little 

much, so they stick with the more ñnaturalò ways. 

These are the traditional methods like eating dairy 

foods if you want a girl or eating salty foods if you 

want a boy, as well as, conceiving at certain times of 

the year (Ren, 28-35). 

Is there anything positive that can come out 

of making designer babies?  The answer to this is 



yes,  PGD is most commonly used to find the 

embryos that are carrying diseases and 

disorders.  Embryos that carry specific diseases or 

disorders are discarded.  In this case, genetic 

engineering is done for a good reason and could 

potentially save someoneôs life.  There are also donor 

designer babies; these are designer babies that were 

made to be ñsavior siblings.ò  This occurs when the 

designer baby is made so that its DNA can save its 

sibling by donating something  the sibling needed 

(Shaw, 207-217).   Another reason why people would 

want a designer baby is to have their dream 

baby.  Who wouldnôt want to be able to pick the 

color of their babyôs eyes/hair, make them 

smart/athletic, choose their height/weight, their 

gender, and even their personality. Having smarter, 

prettier, more athletic people with better personalities 

can also have a positive effect as well as a negative 

effect.  Another positive aspect, is people can control 

the weight of the baby then we wonôt have people 

who are obese. (Yury, 24-26). 

Most people donôt think it is right to use this 

untested methods on an embryo. They have tested 

this method with diseases and disorders and with 

gender, but they have not been able to test it any 

further than that.  As of now, they are not sure if it 

should be legal.  Some people argue that they donôt 

think it is right to change the genes of a baby to make 

them the way the parents want and that parents 

should leave the embryo and baby as they are.  If we 

designed people to be naturally smart, pretty, athletic, 

and with good personalities what would that do for us 

ñnormalò people.  Just think about it.  If all the babies 

from now on were designer babies and were smart 

and athletic, then it would be difficult for us non-

designer babies to compete.  For example, if someone 

was in a spelling bee, would it be fair if they were 

against a designer baby who was created to be smart 

and they werenôt?  They wouldnôt be given credit for 

studying to win.  What about the Olympics?  Is it fair 

to put someone who trained hard or had the gift of 

being athletic (Kinesthetic intelligence) against 

someone who was created to be athletic?   People 

also think that if one was able to pick the gender for 

what their child had then they would end up being 

a  gender domination (Brigitte, Johnson, and Clarke, 

471-498) 

The idea is interesting, and people love the 

idea of being able to pick all those things out for their 

child however, some people think that overall it is a 

bad idea and it will create a lot of conflict in the 

world.  They think that eye/hair color are not a big 

deal , but when parents go as far as weight/height, 

personality types, and their gender, this is when 

others start to have issues.   
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
